Autumn 2 Focus

on themand how that can help to keep us safe. We will also be learning abouttransportaround theworld. The
children will think about how people travel in different countries and learn about Japanese bullet trains, Thai
tuk-tuks and Venetian gondolas. Children will think about how things are moved around the world on cargo
ships.
