Autumn 2 Focus

This terms learning will be “Transport”. The children will learn about the importance of safety
when we use transport, or when we are around transport, e.g. crossing the road. Children will use
torches to explore reflective materials and think about why some clothes and bags have reflective
strips on them and how that can help to keep us safe.

We will also be learning about transport around the world. The children will think about how people travel in
different countries and learn about Japanese bullet trains, Thai tuk-tuks and Venetian gondolas. Children will
think about how things are moved around the world on cargo ships.

Also, this term, the children will be learning about different celebrations as bonfire night, Diwali and Christmas.

We are continuing with the Little Wandle Letters and Sounds Revised scheme. Your child will Ph@ﬁi@s
continue to come home with a phonics book which will be updated with a practice sheet
every time they learn a new sound.
