Spelling and Reading 
In reading this term our class text will be Varjak Paw.

Writing 
This term in English, we will be creating our own ending of a story based on our whole class reading 
from last term, Iron Man.   
After this we will be using our prior learning in History to write a letter to the people of 
Rome on behalf of Cassius and Brutus about the assassination of Julius Ceasar.  

Maths 
In maths we will be focusing decimals. To do this we will be looking at tenths and 
hundredths  
on a place value chart and looking at them as fractions and decimals. We will also be 
looking 
at perimeter of shapes and finally be converting pounds and pence and comparing amounts of 
money.

Science 
Our science topic is the Water Cycle. In this unit, children will learn about the main parts of the Water 
Cycle including evaporation, condensation, precipitation and collection. They will learn about each 
part in detail before piecing them all together to complete the  
cycle.  
 

Computing 
In Computing children will develop their understanding of how digital images can be  
changed and edited, and how they can then be resaved and reused. They will consider the  
impact that editing images can have, and evaluate the effectiveness of their choices. 

Art &DT 
In our Art lessons we will be looking at Monuments of the Byzantine Empire – also knowns as the 
Eastern Roman Empire. The children revise what they know about ancient Rome and then learn 
about how the empire split in two, using the famous mosaic of Constantine and Justinian at the Hagia 
Sophia in Istanbul to discover how Constantine became the first Christian Roman 
emperor. 
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Geography & History 
Geography will see us entering London and the Southeast. Children will build knowledge of the 
counties and cities of the UK, their geographical regions, human and physical characteristics and 
topographical features. 
 
 
In History we will start out work on The Stuarts. During this unit, the children will retrieve prior 

learning on monarchy in Britain, including key vocabulary such as, ‘inherit’, ‘heir’ and ‘tyrant’, as well 

as knowledge of significant British monarchs and leaders, including Charles I, Oliver Cromwell and 

William and Mary.

Music 
This term we will be exploring different musical styles and asking the social question –  
How Does Music Shape Our Way of Life?

THIS IN ANY WAY YOU WISH, FOR EXAMPLE, A MODEL, A FACTSHEET, ARTWORK OR AN IDEA OF
